Sandstone Canyon and Ash Grove Night Hikes:

Hike through the beautiful Sandstone Canyon or Ash Grove in the evening and enjoy the moon

and stars. These two hour hikes are easy to moderate. For these hikes you will need to wear
pants and comfortable hiking shoes. Please bring a flashlight (or a headlamp), water, snacks, and
a camera. The Ranch can be up to 20 degrees cooler at night than Las Vegas evening

temperatures, so be prepared and dress for the weather. Please be 15 minutes early as the park
gates close around the same time as the hike is scheduled to start. No dogs are allowed on any

hikes.
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
